Editor's Note: Connie’s Award Winning article isibg presented here with some formatting changes

English Roses were originally hybridized by
David Austin, a farmer, who in the 1950’s had the
unique idea to combine the flower form, fragrance
and general characteristics of Old Garden Roses
(shrubby growth, matte foliage, once flowering)
with those of modern roses (Hybrid Teas, Floribun-
das and Climbing roses, having upright growth,
shiny foliage, repeat-flowering). Also, Old Garden
Roses present a limited spectrum of colors: white,
pink, purple, and mauve. Modern roses have a
wider range of colors including yellow, apricot and
true crimson. In other words, David Austin wanted
to create Modern Old Roses in order to combine
the best features of Old Garden and modern
roses. Because he wanted them to be very special
in their own right, he decided to call them “English
Roses.”

Influenced greatly by my grandmother, | have
always had an affinity for Victorian things. Conse-
guently, English Roses captured my heart the very
first time | saw them in 1990. They reminded me of
the exquisite, large flower paintings of the Old
Dutch Masters. Because of their intoxicating
fragrances (old rose, musk, tea rose, myrrh and
fruity), their beautiful colors, and the awe-inspiring
beauty of their various cup forms (single, doubled,
guartered, pom-pom, recurved, deep cup, rosette
etc.), for me it was love at first sight. | have since
grown over sixty varieties of the almost one
hundred and fifty English Rose cultivars that David
Austin has produced over the last forty years.

Several years ago during a national
convention of the American Rose Society, | met
Michael Marriott, technical advisor for the David
Austin nursery in Albrighton, England. Since then,
Michael and | have corresponded many times
about English roses and how they do in my home
town, Sarasota, Florida, which has a climate zone
of 9B - hot and humid weather. With Michael's
many invitations to tour the David Austin nursery in
England, | became determined to someday visit
one of the largest breeding programs in the world.
Last summer, traveling “across the pond” to
England and taking a train to Albrighton, | stayed
at a two hundred year old farmhouse/B&B near the
David Austin nursery. How charming it was to
look out the French doors of my room and see a
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fenced field with little white sheep surrounded by

rosebushes everywhere .
| arrived at the David
Austin  nursery around
noontime and found the
surrounding gardens and
testing fields to be a
spectacular sight. What
used to be a four hundred
acre farm was reduced to
one hundred and fifty
acres during World War Il
after being comman-
deered by The Royal Na-
tional National Air Force
for use as an airfield.
Several acres are now
devoted to the English

nursery, which was established in 1969, having

five immaculately kept viewing gardens: The
Renaissance Garden, The Long Garden, The
Victoria Garden, The Lion Garden and The Species
Garden. The gardens are accented with huge
statues sculpted by none other than Mrs. Pat Austin.

In these gardens, | noticed that the bushes
were usually planted fairly close together in
multiples of threes, giving the illusion of one large
bush (because of the greater need for ventilation,
this planting practice would not be successful in our
humid climate in Florida). The rose bush triplets
were surrounded with low-growing perennials and
annuals (salvias, foxgloves, delphiniums, calla lilies
etc.) that were not so vigorous that they
overpowered the roses but rather enhanced their
beauty. David Austin’s roses are usually named
after people: (Wiliam Shakespeare, Abraham
Darby, Graham Thomas, Pat Austin, LD

Braithwaite) or places:
(Scepter'd Isle, Alnwick
Castle, Carding Mill), lit-
erary figures (Othello,
Falstaff, Prospero, Noble
Anthony) or charity caus-
es (Sophy’s Rose,
Kathryn Morely).

David Austin, 80 years
young, is still very active
at the nursery and con-
tinues to lead the rose
breeding department,
working with his son and
over one hundred
employees supporting its
operation. Inside the

nursery, streams of gardeners roam around with little

wagons and their selec-
tion lists as if they are
shopping. Apparently,
after perusing the formal
gardens, they proceed to
the alphabetized arrange-
ment of the roses. Next,
we toured the cut-flower
house, where for the last
fifteen years David
Austin’s staff selects the
best English roses to be
marketed in the floral
trade. Michael hosted my
tour of the hybridizing

greenhouses, and we watched while an actual cross
was being made on a rose plant. David Austin is
especially passionate about fragrance and the overall
beauty of his English Rose bushes.
The hybridizing process for English
Roses is amazing. It takes approxi-
mately eight years for a rose to
progress from a pollen cross (150,000
of them a year) to seeds (400,000), to
seedlings (250,000) to field tested
roses (a few thousand are budded) and
then world test gardens (a few
hundred). Only then is a new rose
brought to market, with 6-8 introduced
at the Chelsea Flower Show each year.
His first English Rose introduction was

in 1961 through a nursery in England owned by his
friend Graham Thomas. That rose was called Con-
stance Spry. For the second day of my visit, Michael
invited me to lunch with David Austin and several
rosarians from around the world. The luncheon was in
honor of an award being presented to David for being
an outstanding rosarian by Ann Taylor of the Royal
National Rose Society. | was seated next to David
and had the privilege of hearing in a down to earth,
yet scientific manner, the reasons why various
procedures are used regarding how they affect the
bush and the bloom, and the reasoning behind the
selection of parents in David’'s hybridizing program.
David Austin is a gentleman with a gracious
personality, humble and keenly interested in how my
English Roses in Florida compare with David’s

English Roses grown in
“sunny” England. David
Austin has written three
outstanding books about
English Roses, and |
highly recommend them.
Even though | am not an
avid exhibitor because of
my work schedule, my
English Roses have
placed me on the awards
table frequently over the
last decade.

After the luncheon,
we progressed to the

Renaissance garden where David Austin asked his

employees to join us for the ceremony. | was thrilled

to have witnessed the whole presentation and was

delighted to meet his wife, son and grandson. | left
late in the afternoon for London filled with
gratitude beyond words. My trip to the
David Austin nursery was more than | had
ever dreamed. Those splendid gardens
teeming with thousands of huge cabbage
blooms made for fragrant memories that
will last me a lifetime.
