OK, But What Do I  

Look for in purchasing a Rose? 

Â Most look for a bloom color & form 

Â Fragrance???? 

Â What is really important is:  

Â Bud Eyes ï a sign of healthy growth 

Â Purple foliage ï a sign of new growth 

Â Clean green foliage 

Â Disease Free & no die-back on the canes 

Â At least 3 canes originating from the bud union 

Â                   New basal breaks at the bud union 

                  Never select a single cane except on a climber

Remember! 

Â In Florida Rootstock is Important  

ÂWe typically prefer FORTUNIANA root stock  

to ñOwn Rootò or ñDr. Hueyò 

ÂCreates Roses on Steroids 

ÂFortuniana roses do not get nematodes 

ÂLook for the FORTUNIANA tag on the bush 

ÂFortuniana is designed for a 12 month cycle
